A charming detached cottage set within five acres of

The current accommodation comprises a generous
sitting room with wood-burning stove and French doors
opening to terrace and dining room, open-plan to
kitchen with guest WC and porch. To the first floor there
are two bedrooms and a bathroom.

The property enjoys a private position which is
approached over the moor and leads down over
common land to a private drive through a paddock with
cattle grid and on to the farmstead. There are generous
gardens surrounding the house with extensive gravelled
parking area, a large detached garage / stores and an
agricultural building.

The location of Hill Top Farm enjoys a very private /
elevated position just off the moors and is only a couple
of miles south of the village of Lealholm which is located
in the heart of the North York Moors National Park and
includes an array of amenities including village shop,
Post Office, tea room, bakery, pub, primary school,
garage and railway station. The dramatic coastline is
close by with a variety of beaches and wider amenities /
facilities located in the coastal resort of Whitby.

There is an
extensive gravelled driveway with parking beyond for
multiple vehicles and a detached Garage with useful
storage.

Large Agricultural Building 52’ x 30" (about 16m x 9m)
which would lend itself to internal stabling to
compliment the grazing land and the wonderful
potential out-riding on the moors.

The land extends to approx. five acres in total and is
currently split into three large fields.
