Thebeautifullypresentedhousehasbeenthe subjectof
extensive refurbishment by the vendors since 2011,
where we understand the heating, plumbing and
electrical systemswere updated. In 2017 the property
wasextensivelyredecorated,and in theŀƎŜƴǘΩǎopinion,
now the property offers beautifully presented
contemporarystyleaccommodation.

The property lies about 21 miles north west of central
Londonwhich is easilyaccessibleby train, beingapprox.
25minutesfrom KingsLangleyto Euston. Theproperty is
also extremely accessibleto the M25 junction 20,
connectingto the A41 which in turn connectsto Tringin
Buckinghamshire.

In the past the vendorshave utilised the property for
private equestrianuse,althoughthe old stableyard has
now been demolished. There is a useful Nissenstyle
outbuilding/storewithin the woodlandareaandperhaps
scopefor further outbuildingssubject to the necessary
planningpermissionsbeingobtained.

The property might well also suit somebodylooking to
use it as a retreat or perhapsfor therapies/treatments
etc within the lovely mixedwoodland,which alsooffers
a wide varietyof wildlife. We understandthat at the top
of the lane there is accessinto a bridleway,and also a
ridingschool.

Theproperty is approachedoff HarthallLanevia its own
private, gated accesswhich then leads up into the
propertywhichisscreenedwell to the front by treesand
shrubs, leading to a parking area to the side of the
house.

Approachedfrom the front gardenthe property hasan
integralGarage/Workshop15Ωx 8Ω6 (about4.6m x 2.6m)
with useful tool cabinet/store and automatic electric
garagedoor.

Thegardensand groundsare a particularlynice feature
of this property, they are mature, with many trees and
perennialshrubsto the front, with a smalllawnedarea.

At the rear of the property there is a bankedwildflower
andshrubareawith aboveBBQplatform.

Thereis then a trackwayleadingup to the woodland,the
far side of which has been left to grow naturally and
provide a havenfor a variety of wildlife. The trackway
then proceedson up into the beautiful woodland area
whichhasa numberof clearings,andthis trackwaythen
leadson up to the NissenTypeStorethat is currentlyon
site.

Beyond this we understand from the vendors that in
former times there wasa smallstableyard where they
kept a horse,althoughthis hassincebeen demolished,
although there may be scope to reinstate, subject to
necessaryplanningpermissionsbeingobtained.

Thereis a lovelyWoodlandTrail leadingright round the
woodland. Thisareahasprovideda lovelyPlayArea for
the vendorschildrenin the pastandmight suit a variety
of other uses, subject to any necessary planning
permissionsbeingobtained.
